Home testing
twice a week with a lateral flow device is also very helpful as this is the only way to pick up on asymptomatic cases and
ensure we are all as safe as possible. If you have not yet taken advantage of the vaccinations on offer please do consider
this as it has been shown to reduce the severity of iliness as well as the likelihood of spreading the virus to others.
